· Riders must buy their Winter Show Jumping Membership Numbers from C & T Rider prior to the competition at a cost of £12 (online price).  Riders cannot qualify if they do not have a Membership Number.

· Riders can buy Membership Numbers on line by visiting www,chilternrider.co.uk/Membership/showmembers.htm  Their numbers will be issued automatically so there is no need to wait for the office to issue a number.  Alternatively, riders can call the office and order their number by phone by calling 01582 748983 at a cost of £15.
· CT Rider will confirm the riders who have qualified by sending them an E MAIL using the email address supplied when rider bought a membership number.   Qualified riders can then enter the championships on line by visiting www.chilternrider.co.uk.  The schedule will also be available on line. They can enter on line and save £3.07 per entry
· Please note:  Riders can only enter a maximum of 2 consecutive classes at the final e.g. Mini & Novice or Novice and Intermediate or Intermediate & Open.  Horse/pony combinations cannot enter more than two classes at the finals.
