(14 years and under by 15/4/2012). Horses/ponies of any height

	Preliminary Restricted
	Neither horse nor rider to have competed BD Affiliated Dressage by the date of the championships

	Preliminary (Non Restricted)
	For Horse and rider combinations who may have competed BD Dressage but have no BD points.. 

	In the Restricted & Open Prelim class: 
	The best rider 14 years old and under also qualifies as long as 58% is achieved. (Under 14 by 15/4/2012) Horses/ponies of any height

	Novice Restricted
	Neither horse nor rider to have competed BD Affiliated Dressage by the date of the championships.

	Novice (Non Restricted)
	For Horse and Rider combinations who may have gained points at novice level but not higher.. 

	In the Novice Restricted & Non Restricted

	Elementary Open
	Open to all except horse and riders who are competing in the restricted sections.

	Medium Open
	Open to all except horse and riders who are competing in the restricted sections.


Please note: Horse and Rider combinations are not allowed to enter both the Restricted and Non Restricted sections at the final.

Restrictions apply to the date of the final, not the date of qualification. If a horse and rider qualifies at a lower level and then competes out of the class restrictions, they must enter a class that they are eligible for at the final.
Please Note Changes to the Restricted Classes: NEITHER Horse Nor Rider To Have Competed BD Affiliated Dressage By The Date of the Championships
1st   & 2nd place in each class qualifies . At least 58% must be achieved by all qualifiers. If the winner and second place have already qualified, the qualification goes down the line to the next best tests but those tests must be at least 58%. The qualification can go no further down than 5th place. The Best Junior also qualifies (see notes above)
It is the horse and rider combination which qualifies. No horse or rider substitutions will be allowed at the finals. 
Horses and ponies may be ridden by two riders on the day but both riders must be CTR members and only consecutive classes may be entered eg prelim and novice. No horse may enter more than three classes at the championships.

Riders must be Chiltern & Thames Rider Members for the Winter Dressage Season  season before competing in a qualifying class. Members must  enter their membership number on the entry form at qualifying shows before competing in the class. This will have a WD12 prefix.  Membership costs £12  online and £15 over the phone and lasts for the Summer Dressage season.(For Qualifying Shows between 15th October 2011  and 1st April 2012).
